AN ACT REDUCING DUPLICATE DEPARTMENT OF CONSUMER

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General 
Assembly convened: 
 

That the general statutes be amended to require that not later than 1

commissioners consult with each other and devise and implement a 6 
written plan to reduce the number of such duplicate inspections. The 7 
commissioners shall report the details and status of such plan, in 8 
writing, to the joint standing committees of the General Assembly 9 
having cognizance of matters relating to agriculture and consumer 10 
protection not later than February 6, 2008. 11
