AN ACT CONCERNING AN APPROPRIATION FOR REGIONAL

Cooperative Educational Services; that the general statutes be
amended to allow students residing in any district to fill available slots
in the interdistrict magnet schools operated by Regional Education

Service Centers up to a maximum of the district's school population, to
