AN ACT CONCERNING AN APPROPRIATION FOR JOB TRAINING IN 
SHORTAGE AREAS AND FOR EX-INMATES. 

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General 
Assembly convened: 
 

Section 1. (Effective July 1, 2007) The sum of one million dollars is 1 
appropriated to the Department of Higher Education, from the 2 
General Fund, for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2008, for job training 3 
for nurses and teachers.  4 

Sec. 2. (Effective July 1, 2007) (a) The sum of two million dollars is 5 
appropriated to the Labor Department, from the General Fund, for the 6 
fiscal year ending June 30, 2008, for incumbent worker training 7 
programs. 8 

(b) The sum of one million nine hundred thousand dollars is 9 
appropriated to the Labor Department, from the General Fund, for the 10 
fiscal year ending June 30, 2008, for workforce development programs 11 
for ex-inmates. 12 

(c) The sum of one hundred thousand dollars is appropriated to the 13 
Labor Department, from the General Fund, for the fiscal year ending 14 
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June 30, 2008, for a grant to the West Rock Development Corporation, 15 
a community-based organization in New Haven. 16
