AN ACT ADOPTING CERTAIN RECOMMENDATIONS OF THE 
LEGISLATIVE PROGRAM REVIEW AND INVESTIGATIONS 
COMMITTEE CONCERNING THE CONNECTICUT PROBATE COURT 
SYSTEM. 

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General 
Assembly convened: 
 

That title 45a of the general statutes be amended to implement 1 
certain recommendations of the Legislative Program Review and 2 
Investigations Committee concerning the Connecticut Probate Court 3 
system with respect to (1) development of a proposed mechanism for 4 
compensation of judges and staff taking into account associated 5 
benefits, (2) study of the enforcement authority of the Probate Court 6 
Administrator with respect to a judge of probate for noncompliance or 7 
other conduct that does not warrant the filing of a complaint, (3) 8 
preparation of a report identifying potential opportunities for the 9 
voluntary consolidation of existing probate districts, (4) training  for 10 
probate judges, (5) adoption of regulations to establish minimum 11 
hours of court operations, court staffing and allowable workload per 12 
full-time court employee, (6) budgeting and financial reports with 13 
respect to the probate courts, and (7) reporting to the General 14 
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Assembly and certain other officials with respect to the proposed 15 
mechanism for compensation, the regional children's probate courts, 16 
enforcement authority with respect to probate judges, opportunities 17 
for voluntary consolidation of existing probate districts, and payment 18 
of indigent costs in the probate court system and recommendations as 19 
to how to fund such payment.  20
