Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General
Assembly convened:

That subsection (a) of section 27-103 of the general statutes be
amended to provide that any individual who has served in the
Connecticut National Guard for at least twenty years shall be eligible
for veterans' benefits, except for benefits limited to veterans for
"service in time of war", as defined in said section 27-103, and to
provide that the National Guard Bureau form NGB-22 shall be

acceptable documentation of eligibility for such benefits.

Statement of Purpose:
To extend certain veterans' benefits to members of the Connecticut
National Guard with twenty years or more of service.
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
