AN ACT CONCERNING BOND COMMISSION PROCEDURES.  

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General 
Assembly convened: 
 

Section 1. Subdivision (2) of subsection (g) of section 3-20 of the 1 
general statutes is repealed and the following is substituted in lieu 2 
thereof (Effective July 1, 2007): 3 

(2) The agenda of each meeting shall be jointly agreed upon by the 4 
Governor, the speaker of the House of Representatives and the 5 
president pro tempore of the Senate, and made available to the 6 
members of the commission not later than [five business] nine calendar 7 
days prior to the meeting at which such agenda is to be considered. 8 
[The] For purposes of this subdivision, the day of the meeting shall 9 
count as one of the [business] calendar days. The agenda of each 10 
meeting, or any supporting documents included with such agenda, 11 
shall include a reference to the statute or public or special act which is 12 
the source of any funds to be used for any project on such agenda, 13 
including any contingency funds and any reuse or reallocation of 14 
funds previously approved for any other use or project, and a notation 15 
of the outside source from which any funds for any such project were 16 
received, if any. The Legislative Office of Fiscal Analysis shall prepare 17 
an analysis of the items on such agenda, and such analysis shall be 18 
made available to such members not later than four days prior to the 19 
meeting at which such agenda is to be considered. 20 
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This act shall take effect as follows and shall amend the following 
sections:
