RESOLUTION MEMORIALIZING CONGRESS TO PROPOSE AN 
AMENDMENT TO THE UNITED STATES CONSTITUTION TO PROVIDE 
FOR ELECTION OF THE PRESIDENT BY POPULAR VOTE RATHER 
THAN BY THE ELECTORAL COLLEGE. 

Resolved by this Assembly: 
 

That the General Assembly urges the Congress of the United States 1 
to propose an amendment to the United States Constitution, for 2 
ratification by the states, specifying that the President of the United 3 
States shall be elected by popular vote and not by the electoral college.  4 

Statement of Purpose:   
To have the president elected by popular vote rather than by the 
electoral college.
