Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General 
Assembly convened: 
 

That section 17b-265 of the general statutes be amended to provide 1 
that medical assistance providers who contract with the Department of 2 
Social Services to provide medical assistance to individuals eligible for 3 
both Medicaid and Medicare under 42 USC 1396d (p), shall receive the 4 
full deductible and coinsurance payments from the department for 5 
medical assistance covered under Title XVIII of the Social Security Act. 6 

Statement of Purpose:   
To require the Department of Social Services to provide full 
reimbursement to medical assistance providers who assist individuals 
who are dually eligible for Medicaid and Medicare.
