That chapter 203 of the general statutes be amended to provide that
increased assessments will be applied to real property after a

Statement of Purpose:

To reform the process of property taxation by providing that new
appraisals based on a revaluation will only be implemented when real
property undergoes a change in ownership or has improvements.
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
