"Sec. 501. Subsection (a) of section 10-212a of the general statutes is 3 
amended by adding subdivision (3) as follows (Effective from passage):  4 

(NEW) (3) A director of a school readiness program as defined in 5 
section 10-16p or a before or after school program exempt from 6 
licensure by the Department of Public Health pursuant to subdivision 7 
(1) of subsection (b) of section 19a-77, or the director's designee, may 8 
administer medications to a child enrolled in such a program in 9 
accordance with regulations adopted by the State Board of Education 10 
in accordance with the provisions of chapter 54. No individual 11 
administering medications pursuant to this subdivision shall be liable 12 
to such child or a parent or guardian of such child for civil damages for 13 
any personal injuries that result from acts or omissions of such 14 
individual in administering such medications which may constitute 15 
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ordinary negligence. This immunity shall not apply to acts or 16 
omissions constituting gross, wilful or wanton negligence." 17
