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Title: AN ACT CONCERNING VARIOUS REVENUE MEASURES.  

Statement of Purpose: To make certain changes to the film production tax credit, including allowing 
a credit of one hundred per cent for allowable production expenditures made and used within the state, 
but limiting the credit to fifty per cent of expenses when an expenditure is made outside the state, even 
though for use in the state; allowing interim credits and transferability of such credits; to set up a loan 
fund through Connecticut Innovations, Incorporated, to promote the development and construction of 
infrastructure to support the film industry in this state; and to support a pilot program to train persons 
for the film, media and entertainment industry.  
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
