TESTIMONY OF

RAISED BILL 1284 
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Currer~tly, when a town provides health services to students in its public schools, 

it must provide the same health services to students in nor~public schools in the town 

when a majority of the students in the nonpublic school are residents of the state. If 

these services are provided, the state reimburses the town for a portion of the costs to 

provide these services. However, towns are not required to provide these services to 

students in charter schools in their town, even though'charter schools are public 

schools. Additionally, there is no provision for reimbursing towns for providing health 

services to charter school students. Consequently, the Department of Education 

supports Raised Bill 1284 as it will require towns to provide to charter schools the same 

health services that they are required to provide to nonpublic schools and will make the 

towns eligible for a portion of the costs to provide these services. 
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
