"Section 1. Subsection (b) of section 30-17 of the general statutes is

repealed and the following is substituted in lieu thereof (Effective from
passage):

(b) A wholesaler permit for beer shall be in all respects the same as a
wholesaler permit, except that the scope of operations of the holder
shall be limited to beer; but shall not prohibit the handling of
nonalcoholic merchandise. The holder of a wholesaler permit for beer,

except a holder of said permit who also holds a manufacturer permit

for a brew pub, may apply for and shall thereupon receive an out-of-

state shipper's permit for direct importation from abroad of beer

manufactured outside the United States. The annual fee for a
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14  wholesaler permit for beer shall be eight hundred dollars."
