(a) As used in this title, unless the context otherwise requires or a 5 
different meaning is specifically prescribed, "health insurance" policy 6 
means insurance providing benefits due to illness or injury, resulting 7 
in loss of life, loss of earnings, or expenses incurred, and includes the 8 
following types of coverage: (1) Basic hospital expense coverage; (2) 9 
basic medical-surgical expense coverage; (3) hospital confinement 10 
indemnity coverage; (4) major medical expense coverage; (5) disability 11 
income protection coverage; (6) accident only coverage; (7) long term 12 
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care coverage; (8) specified accident coverage; (9) Medicare 13 
supplement coverage; (10) limited benefit health coverage; (11) 14 
hospital or medical service plan contract; (12) hospital and medical 15 
coverage provided to subscribers of a health care center; (13) specified 16 
disease coverage; (14) critical illness coverage; (15) TriCare supplement 17 
coverage.  18 

(b) The commissioner may adopt regulations, in accordance with 19 
chapter 54, to establish minimum standards for benefits under any 20 
type of coverage specified in subsection (a) of this section." 21
