AN ACT CONCERNING AGRICULTURAL SCIENCE PROGRAMS. 

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General 
Assembly convened: 
 

That section 10-65 of the 2008 supplement to the general statutes be 1 
amended to increase the per pupil operating grant for host districts of 2 
a vocational agricultural center to two thousand five hundred dollars, 3 
to provide sending towns the same per pupil grant for transportation 4 
costs that interdistrict magnet schools now receive, and that the 5 
general statutes be amended to change all references from vocational 6 
agriculture to agricultural science. 7
