Section 1. Subsection (c) of section 17b-349e of the 2008 supplement
to the general statutes is repealed and the following is substituted in
lieu thereof (Effective July 1, 2009):

(c) (1) No individual with Alzheimer's disease may participate in the
program if such individual (A) has an annual income of more than
thirty thousand dollars or liquid assets of more than eighty thousand
dollars, or (B) is receiving services under the Connecticut home-care
program for the elderly.

(2) No individual with Alzheimer's disease who participates in the
program may receive more than [three thousand five hundred] five
thousand dollars for services under the program in any fiscal year or
receive more than thirty days of out-of-home respite care services
other than adult day care services under the program in any fiscal

year.

(3) The commissioner may require an individual with Alzheimer's
disease who participates in the program to pay a copayment for respite
care services under the program, except the commissioner may waive

such copayment upon demonstration of financial hardship by such
