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AN ACT CONCERNING RECYCLING PROGRAMS IN SCHOOLS.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General

Assembly convened:
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Section 1. (NEW) (Effective July 1, 2008) Each local and regional
board of education shall develop and implement a recycling plan at
each school under the board's jurisdiction. Such plan shall include, but
not be limited to, provision of a sufficient number of recycling
receptacles and a requirement for appropriate disposal of recyclable
materials. Items required to be recycled pursuant to this section shall
be the items designated as items required to be recycled by the
Commissioner of Environmental Protection in regulations adopted in
accordance with the provisions of subsection (a) of section 22a-241b of
the general statutes. Such items shall be recycled at the facility
designated by the town in which the school is located pursuant to the
provisions of section 22a-220a of the general statutes, if the town has so
designated such a facility.
