CHANGES TO THE ELECTION LAWS."
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Strike section 25 in its entirety and insert the following in lieu

thereof:

"Sec. 25. Subsection (a) of section 9-164 of the general statutes is
repealed and the following is substituted in lieu thereof (Effective
January 1, 2010):

(a) [Notwithstanding any contrary provision of law, there] There
shall be held in each municipality, biennially, a municipal election on
[the first Monday of May or the Tuesday after the first Monday of
November, of the odd-numbered years, whichever date the legislative
body of such municipality determines, provided, if no action is taken
by the legislative body to so designate the date of such election, such
election shall be held on] the Tuesday after the first Monday of

November of the odd-numbered years. In any municipality where the
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term of any elected official would expire prior to the next regular
election held under the provisions of this section, the term of such
official shall be extended to the date of such election. Nothing in this

section shall be construed to apply to any town that, pursuant to an

ordinance or a charter provision, holds such an election in May."
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
