"AN ACT CONCERNING THE EXPANSION OF THE BEVERAGE 
CONTAINER REDEMPTION PROVISIONS TO INCLUDE 
NONCARBONATED BEVERAGES." 

 
 

Strike everything after the enacting clause and substitute the 1 
following in lieu thereof:  2 

"Section 1. (Effective from passage) (a) Notwithstanding the provisions 3 
of sections 22a-276 and 22a-285a of the general statutes, the 4 
Connecticut Resources Recovery Authority shall not have the power to 5 
condemn any portion of a certain parcel of land located in the town of 6 
Franklin. Said parcel has an area of approximately five hundred 7 
seventy-five acres and is identified as Lots 5 to 17, inclusive, on town 8 
of Franklin Tax Assessor's Property Map 1, dated October 1, 2004, Lots 9 
3, 5 and 6 on town of Franklin Tax Assessor's Property Map 2, dated 10 
October 1, 2004, and Lot 2 on town of Franklin Tax Assessor's Property 11 
Map 4, dated October 1, 2004. 12

(b) Notwithstanding the provisions of sections 22a-276 and 22a-285a 13 
of the general statutes, the Connecticut Resources Recovery Authority 14 
shall not have the power to condemn any portion of a certain parcel of 15 
land located in the town of Windham. Said parcel is adjacent to the 16 
parcel identified in subsection (a) of this section and is identified as 17 
Lots 4a, 5 and 6 in Block 211 on town of Windham Tax Assessor's Map 18 
6-13, dated August 24, 2001. 19 

Sec. 2. (NEW) (Effective from passage) Notwithstanding any provision 20 
of the general statutes, the Connecticut Resources Recovery Authority 21 
shall comply with the requirements established by any municipal 22 
planning or zoning commission pursuant to chapter 124 or 126 of the 23 
general statutes prior to purchasing, leasing, accepting or taking title to 24 
any property for the purpose of an ash residue disposal area. 25 

Sec. 3. Subsection (a) of section 22a-285c of the general statutes is 26 
repealed and the following is substituted in lieu thereof (Effective from 27 
passage): 28 

(a) The Connecticut Resources Recovery Authority shall assure that 29 
any ash residue disposal area established by the authority under 30 
section 22a-285a is constructed, operated, closed, monitored and 31 
maintained after closure in accordance with all applicable laws, and 32 
that all necessary permits and approvals are obtained. [, except that 33 
any such area established under sections 16-50j 22a-208b and 22a-285 34 
to 22a-285k, inclusive, shall not be required to comply with 35 
requirements established by any municipal planning or zoning 36 
commission pursuant to chapter 124 or 126 or any special act.]" 37
