Standards and Training Council shall not consider the certification of a 3 
local chief of police who has retired as an active chief of police in the 4 
state and who has returned to the state as an interim chief of police less 5 
than three years after his or her retirement lapsed, and shall grant an 6 
extension of such certification until July 1, 2009, without requiring 7 
additional training pursuant to section 7-294d of the general statutes, 8 
provided such chief of police submits to a polygraph examination and 9 
background investigation. 10

Explanation 

The bill requires the Police Officer Standards and Training Council 
(POST) to recognize and extend until July 1, 2009 the certification of a 
local chief of police who retired as an active chief of police in the state 
and has returned to the state as an interim police chief less than three 
years after his or her retirement, provided such chief submits to a 
background and polygraph examination.  This does not result in any 
fiscal impact to the state. 

Current law establishes a number of training requirements that 
must be satisfied in order for certification standards to be met under 
the circumstances described in the bill.  To the extent that a 
municipality utilizes the services of a police chief satisfying these 
circumstances, there is a potential savings associated with not having 
to provide the training specified under current law in order to 
maintain certification.
