AN ACT CONCERNING PARTICIPATION OF TOWNS IN CHARTER 
SCHOOLS AND INTERDISTRICT MAGNET SCHOOLS. 

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General 
Assembly convened: 
 

That section 10-66aa of the general statutes and chapter 172 of the 1 
general statutes be amended to require charter schools and interdistrict 2 
magnet schools that accept state funds to allow participation of those 3 
school districts serving towns within a twenty-mile radius of such 4 
schools regardless of whether or not the school districts joined at the 5 
creation of such schools. 6 

Statement of Purpose:   
To allow towns to enroll their students in charter schools or 
interdistrict magnet schools that are within a twenty-mile radius even 
though the towns did not join at the creation of such schools.
