AN ACT CONCERNING THE RECRUITMENT OF MINORITY

TEACHERS.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General
Assembly convened:
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That section 10-155] of the general statutes be amended to require
the Regional Educational Service Center Minority Recruiting Alliance
to report not later than January 1, 2010, June 30, 2010, January 1, 2011,
and June 30, 2011, on the establishment and operation of any pilot
program created to recruit and retain minority teachers pursuant to
subsection (c) of section 10-155] of the general statutes. It is further
proposed that the Departments of Education and Higher Education
increase funding for the recruitment of minority teachers pursuant to
section 10-155! of the general statutes.

Statement of Purpose:
To continue programs and increase funding for those programs
established to retain and recruit minority teachers.
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
