Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General

Assembly convened:

That the general statutes be amended to provide that the
Commissioner of Motor Vehicles shall accept only a valid driver's

license in order to register a motor vehicle.

Statement of Purpose:

Motor vehicles in Connecticut are currently being registered by
individuals with a valid identification card only. Requiring a valid
driver's license to register a motor vehicle would stop people without a
valid driver's license from registering a motor vehicle.
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
