AN ACT REQUIRING THE MODIFICATION OF THE MOTOR VEHICLE 
EMISSIONS TESTING PROCESS. 

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General 
Assembly convened: 
 

Section 1. (NEW) (Effective October 1, 2009) The Commissioner of 1 
Motor Vehicles shall amend the regulations adopted pursuant to 2 
subsection (c) of section 14-164c of the general statutes to require 3 
official emissions inspection stations, as defined in subdivision (5) of 4 
section 14-164b of the general statutes, to provide a method of testing 5 
(1) motor vehicles that cannot be inspected by the current testing 6 
systems, or (2) motor vehicles that cannot pass current tests because 7 
the engine lights of such vehicles are illuminated. 8 

This act shall take effect as follows and shall amend the following 
sections: 
 
Section 1 October 1, 2009 New section 
 
Statement of Purpose:   
To eliminate the inability to renew the registration of motor vehicles 
that fail emissions inspections due to limitations of testing methods.
