AN ACT CONCERNING THE COLLECTION AND STORAGE OF 
POLICE OFFICER DNA.  

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General 
Assembly convened: 
 

Section 1. Subdivision (11) of subsection (a) of section 46a-60 of the 1 
general statutes is repealed and the following is substituted in lieu 2 
thereof (Effective from passage): 3 

(11) For an employer, by the employer or the employer's agent, for 4 
an employment agency, by itself or its agent, or for any labor 5 
organization, by itself or its agent: (A) To request or require genetic 6 
information from an employee, person seeking employment or 7 
member, except that a state or local law enforcement agency, the 8 
Department of Public Safety or the Division of Scientific Services 9 
within the Department of Public Safety may request and require 10 
employees to provide such information to be stored in accordance with 11 
subsection (c) of section 54-102i, as amended by this act, for the 12 
purpose of detecting contamination of samples examined by the 13 
Division of Scientific Services, or (B) to discharge, expel or otherwise 14 
discriminate against any person on the basis of genetic information. 15 
For the purpose of this subdivision, "genetic information" means the 16 
information about genes, gene products or inherited characteristics 17 
that may derive from an individual or a family member. 18 

Sec. 2. Section 54-102i of the general statutes is repealed and the 19 
following is substituted in lieu thereof (Effective from passage): 20 
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(a) Whether or not the results of an analysis are to be included in the 21 
data bank, the Division of Scientific Services within the Department of 22 
Public Safety shall conduct the DNA analysis in accordance with 23 
procedures adopted by the division to determine identification 24 
characteristics specific to the individual whose blood or other 25 
biological sample is being analyzed. Such procedures shall conform to 26 
nationally recognized and accepted standards for DNA analysis. The 27 
Commissioner of Public Safety or the commissioner's designee shall 28 
complete and maintain on file a form indicating the name of the person 29 
whose sample is to be analyzed, the date and by whom the sample was 30 
received and examined, and a statement that the seal on the tube or 31 
container had not been broken or otherwise tampered with. The 32 
remainder of a sample submitted for analysis and inclusion in the data 33 
bank pursuant to section 54-102g may be divided, labeled as provided 34 
for the original sample, and securely stored by the division in 35 
accordance with specific procedures set forth in regulations adopted 36 
by the Department of Public Safety in accordance with the provisions 37 
of chapter 54 to ensure the integrity and confidentiality of the samples. 38 
All or part of the remainder of that sample may be used only (1) to 39 
create a statistical data base provided no identifying information on 40 
the individual whose sample is being analyzed is included, or (2) for 41 
retesting by the division to validate or update the original analysis. 42 

(b) A report of the results of a DNA analysis conducted by the 43 
division as authorized, including the profile and identifying 44 
information, shall be made and maintained at the division. A 45 
certificate and the results of the analysis shall be admissible in any 46 
court as evidence of the facts therein stated. Except as specifically 47 
provided in this section and section 54-102j, the results of the analysis 48 
shall be securely stored and shall remain confidential.  49 

(c) Any employee samples obtained pursuant to subdivision (11) of 50 
subsection (a) of section 46a-60, as amended by this act, shall not be 51 
entered into the data bank in accordance with subsection (a) of this 52 
section. Samples obtained pursuant to subdivision (11) of subsection 53 
(a) of section 46a-60, as amended by this act, shall be separately 54 
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entered into the data bank and assigned a unique designation which 55 
shall not identify the employee. No other identifying information of 56 
the contributor shall be entered into this system. Information linking 57 
identity with the unique designation assigned the sample shall be 58 
separately stored in a secure location accessible only by the 59 
Commissioner of Public Safety, or the commissioner's designee. The 60 
samples may be processed and the generated DNA profiles used to 61 
detect contamination from forensic DNA profiles, but the employee 62 
samples shall not be used in any general search of the Combined DNA 63 
Index System data bank. 64 

Sec. 3. Section 54-102l of the general statutes is repealed and the 65 
following is substituted in lieu thereof (Effective from passage): 66 

(a) A person whose DNA profile has been included in the data bank 67 
pursuant to sections 54-102g to 54-102k, inclusive, may request 68 
expungement on the grounds that the criminal conviction on which the 69 
authority for including his DNA profile was based has been reversed 70 
and the case dismissed. The State Police Forensic Science Laboratory 71 
shall purge all records and identifiable information in the data bank 72 
pertaining to the person and destroy all samples from the person upon 73 
receipt of (1) a written request for expungement pursuant to this 74 
section, and (2) a certified copy of the court order reversing and 75 
dismissing the conviction.  76 

(b) An employee that has provided genetic information pursuant to 77 
subdivision (11) of subsection (a) of section 46a-60, as amended by this 78 
act, may request expungement by written request upon retirement or 79 
otherwise leaving employment with the law enforcement agency. The 80 
State Police Forensic Science Laboratory and the Commissioner of 81 
Public Safety shall purge all records and identifiable information 82 
pertaining to the employee and destroy all samples from the employee 83 
upon such verified request. 84 

Sec. 4. Section 54-102m of the general statutes is repealed and the 85 
following is substituted in lieu thereof (Effective from passage): 86

(a) There is established a DNA Data Bank Oversight Panel 87 
composed of the Chief State's Attorney, the Attorney General, the 88 
Commissioner of Public Safety and the Commissioner of Correction, or 89 
their designees. The Chief State's Attorney shall serve as chairperson of 90 
the panel and shall (1) coordinate the agencies responsible for the 91 
implementation and maintenance of the DNA data bank established 92 
pursuant to section 54-102j; and (2) maintain and provide oversight to 93 
the employee DNA samples obtained pursuant to subdivision (11) of 94 
subsection (a) of section 46a-60, as amended by this act, and stored 95 
pursuant to section 54-102i, as amended by this act. 96 

(b) The panel shall take such action as necessary to assure the 97 
integrity of the data bank including the destruction of inappropriately 98 
obtained samples and the purging of all records and identifiable 99 
information pertaining to the persons from whom such 100 
inappropriately obtained samples were collected. 101 

(c) The panel shall meet on a quarterly basis and shall maintain 102 
records of its meetings. Such records shall be retained by the 103 
chairperson. The meetings and records of the panel shall be subject to 104 
the provisions of the Freedom of Information Act, as defined in section 105 
1-200, except that discussions and records of personally identifiable 106 
DNA information contained in the data bank shall be confidential and 107 
not subject to disclosure pursuant to the Freedom of Information Act. 108 

This act shall take effect as follows and shall amend the following 
sections:
