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AN ACT CONCERNING MANAGED CARE FOR CERTAIN MEDICAID 
BENEFICIARIES. 

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General 
Assembly convened: 
 

Section 1. (NEW) (Effective from passage) The Commissioner of Social 1 
Services shall develop a plan to enroll Medicaid beneficiaries who are 2 
aged, blind or disabled in managed care. Not later than January 1, 3 
2010, the Commissioner of Social Services shall submit a report on the 4 
plan to the joint standing committee of the General Assembly having 5 
cognizance of matters relating to human services, in accordance with 6 
the provisions of section 11-4a of the general statutes. The report shall  7 
include, but not be limited to, a cost-benefit analysis. The report shall 8 
document the direct and indirect costs, savings, and qualitative and 9 
quantitative benefits that will result from the implementation of the 10 
plan. Any cost factor shall be clearly identified in such cost-benefit 11 
analysis and supported by all applicable records and reports. The 12 
commissioner shall certify that, based on the available data and 13 
information, all projected costs, savings and benefits in the report are 14 
valid and achievable. 15 
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This act shall take effect as follows and shall amend the following 
sections:

Statement of Purpose:   
To determine the potential benefits of enrolling Medicaid beneficiaries 
who are aged, blind or disabled in managed care.
