AN ACT CONCERNING THE USE OF VIDEO EQUIPMENT IN MOTOR 
VEHICLES.  

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General 
Assembly convened: 
 

Section 1. Subsection (a) of section 14-105 of the general statutes is 1 
repealed and the following is substituted in lieu thereof (Effective 2 
October 1, 2009): 3 

(a) No television screen or other device of a similar nature [, except a 4 
video display unit used for instrumentation purposes] shall be 5 
installed or used in this state in any position or location in a motor 6 
vehicle where [it] a moving image, other than text, may be visible to 7 
[the driver] a person who is operating the vehicle and is properly 8 
restrained by such person's seat belt or where it may in any other 9 
manner interfere with the safe operation and control of the vehicle. The 10 
provisions of this subsection shall not apply to screens or devices 11 
[installed by the manufacturer of the motor vehicle] meeting one or 12 
more of the following criteria: (1) A closed video monitor that is used 13 
[only for] to assist the operator while backing, [or] parking, 14 
maneuvering at a speed of not more than twelve miles per hour, or 15 
monitoring passengers seated rearward of the operator; (2) a video 16 
display unit or device that is capable of operation only when the 17 
vehicle is stationary and is automatically disabled whenever the 18 
wheels of the vehicle are in motion; [or] (3) a video display unit or 19 
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device that is used to enhance or supplement the [driver's] operator's 20 
view of the [area immediately surrounding the vehicle to assist in low-21 
speed maneuvering at not more than ten miles per hour around 22 
obstructions] roadway or to assist the operator in object detection; (4) a 23 
video display unit used for control or instrumentation purposes, to 24 
provide vehicle information, or to assist in the operation of navigation, 25 
related traffic, road and weather information functions; or (5) a video 26 
display unit or device that is installed in any emergency vehicle. 27
