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AN ACT CONCERNING VARIOUS TAX CREDITS FOR RETRAINING 
AND HIRING DISPLACED WORKERS. 

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General 
Assembly convened: 
 

(1) That chapter 229 of the general statutes be amended to establish 1 
a "worker training expense" tax credit allowing any worker 2 
involuntarily discharged in the past thirty-six months to deduct up to 3 
five hundred dollars in retraining expenses from such worker's state 4 
income tax; (2) That section 12-217hh of the general statutes be 5 
amended to expand the displaced worker tax credit to cover any 6 
worker hired who was involuntarily discharged from employment in 7 
the previous thirty-six month period, and to apply to the personal 8 
income tax to benefit pass-through business entities; and (3) That 9 
section 12-217x of the general statutes be amended to expand the 10 
human capital investment tax credit to be applicable against the 11 
personal income tax to permit pass-through business entities to benefit. 12
