Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General 
Assembly convened: 
 

(NEW) (Effective July 1, 2009) Any hybrid or electric 1 
vehicle may be driven on any state limited access highway lane 2 
designated for use by high occupancy vehicles regardless of the 3 
number of occupants of such hybrid or electric vehicle. 4
