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AN ACT REQUIRING LOCAL HEALTH DEPARTMENTS TO 
ESTABLISH UNIFORM FEES FOR INSPECTION OF HAIR SALONS, 
NAIL SALONS AND BARBERSHOPS. 

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General 
Assembly convened: 
 

That chapter 368a of the general statutes be amended to require that 1 
local health departments shall establish uniform fee schedules for the 2 
inspection of barbershops, hair salons and nail salons. Such uniform 3 
fee schedule shall be based on objective factors such as the type of 4 
services provided, the number of work stations in the establishment 5 
and the number of employees in the establishment. 6 

Statement of Purpose:   
To require local health departments to establish uniform fees for the 
inspection of hair salons, nail salons and barbershops.
