Change:
(b): No bill without an employment impact statement appended thereto, which, if passed,
would result in a gain or loss of jobs in the state or have an effect on unemployment in
the current fiscal year or any of the next ensuing five fiscal years, shall be acted upon by
either house of the General Assembly unless said requirement of an employment impact
state is dispensed with by a vote of at least two-thirds of such house. Such employment
impact statement shall clearly identify the potential effect on unemployment, including
the number of jobs lost or gained and shall, where possible, identify the additional costs
to the employer per employee created by the bill. For the purposes of this subsection,
"employer" means any person engaged in business who has employees, including the
state and any political subdivision thereof.
