Action:  Joint Favorable Substitute 
 
Language 

Change: 
The original bill as referred to us by the Veterans Committee sought to waive the 
payment of "any other fees" for active National Guard members.  Our proposed 
substitute does three things: 
 
1.  Waives payment of "extension fees for a course in an educational extension program 
or summer session," rather than waiving "any other fees" as in the original. 
2.  Creates an obligation for veterans and National Guard members seeking tuition or 
extension fee waivers to apply for federal benefits, including the new GI Bill benefits, and 
would reduce any state waiver by whatever funds are received through federal 
programs. 
3.  Corrects some references in the statutes to the sections this bill is modifying.
