Title: AN ACT CONCERNING ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH.  

Statement of Purpose: To: (1) eliminate the December 31, 2008, deadline for the Commissioner of 
Public Health to establish and define categories of discharge that constitute alternative on-site sewage 
treatment systems with capacities of five thousand gallons or less per day; (2) add a requirement for 
the exclusive water service area provider to apply for and obtain a certificate of public convenience 
and necessity when a new community water company is proposed within the provider's area; (3) 
repeal a statutory requirement pertaining to the review, inspection or evaluation of radon levels in the 
water of school buildings constructed or renovated after 2003; (4) repeal the requirement for the 
Department of Public Health to adopt regulations concerning safe levels of radon in potable water; and 
(5) revise Department of Public Health regulations concerning radon in schools.  
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
