Statement of Purpose: To prohibit the Department of Public Health from requiring septic tanks and 
subsurface sewage disposal systems to be inspected or pumped at regular intervals, to require the 
Department of Environmental Protection to conduct a study of basins in the state to assess the impact 
by proposed stream flow regulations, to require the Commissioner of Public Health to examine the 
impact of stream flow regulations on public water supplies, and to require the Department of Public 
Utility Control to initiate a docket to examine the potential impact of stream flow regulations on water 
company ratepayers.
