"AN ACT AUTHORIZING AND ADJUSTING BONDS OF THE STATE 
FOR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS AND OTHER PURPOSES." 

 
 

Strike everything after the enacting clause and substitute the 1 
following in lieu thereof: 2 

"Section 1. (Effective July 1, 2010) The State Bond Commission shall 3 
have power, in accordance with the provisions of sections 1 to 8, 4 
inclusive, of this act, from time to time to authorize the issuance of 5 
bonds of the state in one or more series and in principal amounts in the 6 
aggregate, not exceeding $12,900,000.  7 

Sec. 2. (Effective July 1, 2010) The proceeds of the sale of the bonds 8 
issued pursuant to sections 1 to 8, inclusive, of this act, to the extent 9 
hereinafter stated, shall be used for the purpose of providing grants-in-10 
aid and other financing for economic development projects and 11 
programs as hereinafter stated: For the Department of Economic and 12 
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Community Development or the Department of Environmental 13 
Protection, as designated by the State Bond Commission: 14 

(a) Grants-in-aid for economic development projects and programs 15 
in the city of Hartford, not exceeding $5,700,000, including, but not 16 
limited to, grants (1) for the purchase of a building or necessary 17 
alterations and renovation for the John E. Rogers African American 18 
Cultural Center of Hartford; (2) to the Hartford Economic 19 
Development Corporation for a North Hartford community revolving 20 
loan fund; (3) for planning and design of streetscape improvements in 21 
the North Hartford area and along the Main Street corridor; (4) for 22 
facade improvements along Wethersfield Avenue; and (5) for the Park 23 
Street streetscape project; 24 

(b) Grants-in-aid for economic development projects and programs 25 
in the city of Bridgeport, not exceeding $7,200,000, including, but not 26 
limited to, grants for (1) revitalization of the Hollow Neighborhood; (2) 27 
a feasibility study for the Congress Street Plaza urban renewal area; (3) 28 
planning and implementation of the Upper Reservoir Avenue Corridor 29 
Revitalization Initiative Project; (4) the Black Rock Gateway project; (5) 30 
the Madison Avenue Gateway Revitalization streetscape project; and 31 
(6) the purchase of development rights at Veterans' Memorial Park. 32 

Sec. 3. (Effective July 1, 2010) All provisions of section 3-20 of the 33 
general statutes or the exercise of any right or power granted thereby 34 
which are not inconsistent with the provisions of sections 1 to 8, 35 
inclusive, of this act are hereby adopted and shall apply to all bonds 36 
authorized by the State Bond Commission pursuant to sections 1 to 8, 37 
inclusive, of this act, and temporary notes issued in anticipation of the 38 
money to be derived from the sale of any such bonds so authorized 39 
may be issued in accordance with said section 3-20 and from time to 40 
time renewed. Such bonds shall mature at such time or times not 41 
exceeding twenty years from their respective dates as may be provided 42 
in or pursuant to the resolution or resolutions of the State Bond 43 
Commission authorizing such bonds.  44 
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Sec. 4. (Effective July 1, 2010) None of the bonds issued pursuant to 45 
sections 1 to 8, inclusive, of this act shall be authorized except upon a 46 
finding by the State Bond Commission that there has been filed with it 47 
a request for such authorization, which is signed by the Secretary of 48 
the Office of Policy and Management or by or on behalf of such state 49 
officer, department or agency and stating such terms and conditions as 50 
said commission, in its discretion, may require.  51 

Sec. 5. (Effective July 1, 2010) For the purposes of sections 1 to 8, 52 
inclusive, of this act, "state moneys" means the proceeds of the sale of 53 
bonds authorized pursuant to said sections 1 to 8, inclusive, or of 54 
temporary notes issued in anticipation of the moneys to be derived 55 
from the sale of such bonds. Each request filed as provided in section 4 56 
of this act for an authorization of bonds shall identify the project for 57 
which the proceeds of the sale of such bonds are to be used and 58 
expended and, in addition to any terms and conditions required 59 
pursuant to said section 4, include the recommendation of the person 60 
signing such request as to the extent to which federal, private or other 61 
moneys then available or thereafter to be made available for costs in 62 
connection with any such project should be added to the state moneys 63 
available or becoming available under said sections 1 to 8, inclusive, 64 
for such project. If the request includes a recommendation that some 65 
amount of such federal, private or other moneys should be added to 66 
such state moneys, then, if and to the extent directed by the State Bond 67 
Commission at the time of authorization of such bonds, said amount of 68 
such federal, private or other moneys then available or thereafter to be 69 
made available for costs in connection with such project may be added 70 
to any state moneys available or becoming available hereunder for 71 
such project and be used for such project. Any other federal, private or 72 
other moneys then available or thereafter to be made available for 73 
costs in connection with such project upon receipt shall, in conformity 74 
with applicable federal and state law, be used by the State Treasurer to 75 
meet the principal of outstanding bonds issued pursuant to said 76 
sections 1 to 8, inclusive, or to meet the principal of temporary notes 77 
issued in anticipation of the money to be derived from the sale of 78 
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bonds theretofore authorized pursuant to said sections 1 to 8, 79 
inclusive, for the purpose of financing such costs, either by purchase or 80 
redemption and cancellation of such bonds or notes or by payment 81 
thereof at maturity. Whenever any of the federal, private or other 82 
moneys so received with respect to such project are used to meet the 83 
principal of such temporary notes or whenever the principal of any 84 
such temporary notes is retired by application of revenue receipts of 85 
the state, the amount of bonds theretofore authorized in anticipation of 86 
which such temporary notes were issued, and the aggregate amount of 87 
bonds which may be authorized pursuant to section 1 of this act shall 88 
each be reduced by the amount of the principal so met or retired. 89 
Pending use of the federal, private or other moneys so received to meet 90 
the principal as directed in this section, the amount thereof may be 91 
invested by the State Treasurer in bonds or obligations of, or 92 
guaranteed by, the state or the United States or agencies or 93 
instrumentalities of the United States, shall be deemed to be part of the 94 
debt retirement funds of the state, and net earnings on such 95 
investments shall be used in the same manner as the moneys so 96 
invested. 97 

Sec. 6. (Effective July 1, 2010) The bonds issued pursuant to sections 1 98 
to 8, inclusive, of this act shall be general obligations of the state and 99 
the full faith and credit of the state of Connecticut are pledged for the 100 
payment of the principal of and interest on said bonds as the same 101 
become due, and accordingly and as part of the contract of the state 102 
with the holders of said bonds, appropriation of all amounts necessary 103 
for punctual payment of such principal and interest is hereby made, 104 
and the State Treasurer shall pay such principal and interest as the 105 
same become due. 106 

Sec. 7. (Effective July 1, 2010) In accordance with section 2 of this act, 107 
the state, through the Department of Economic and Community 108 
Development and the Department of Environmental Protection, may 109 
provide grants-in-aid and other financings to or for the agencies for the 110 
purposes and projects as described in said section 2. All financing shall 111 
be made in accordance with the terms of a contract at such time or 112 
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times as shall be determined within authorization of funds by the State 113 
Bond Commission. 114 

Sec. 8. (Effective July 1, 2010) In the case of any grant-in-aid made 115 
pursuant to section 2 of this act which is made to any entity that is not 116 
a political subdivision of the state, the contract entered into pursuant 117 
to section 7 of this act shall provide that if the premises for which such 118 
grant-in-aid was made ceases, within ten years of the date of such 119 
grant, to be used as a facility for which such grant was made, an 120 
amount equal to the amount of such grant, minus ten per cent per year 121 
for each full year which has elapsed since the date of such grant, shall 122 
be repaid to the state and that a lien shall be placed on such land in 123 
favor of the state to ensure that such amount will be repaid in the 124 
event of such change in use provided if the premises for which such 125 
grant-in-aid was made are owned by the state, a municipality or a 126 
housing authority no lien need be placed. 127 

Sec. 9. (Effective July 1, 2010) The State Bond Commission shall have 128 
power, in accordance with the provisions of sections 1 to 8, inclusive, 129 
of this act, from time to time to authorize the issuance of bonds of the 130 
state in one or more series and in principal amounts in the aggregate, 131 
not exceeding $45,100,000.  132 

Sec. 10. (Effective July 1, 2010) The proceeds of the sale of the bonds 133 
issued pursuant to sections 9 to 16, inclusive, of this act, to the extent 134 
hereinafter stated, shall be used for the purpose of providing grants-in-135 
aid and other financing for infrastructure projects and programs as 136 
hereinafter stated: For the Department of Economic and Community 137 
Development, the Department of Environmental Protection, the 138 
Department of Public Safety or the Department of Social Services, as 139 
designated by the State Bond Commission: 140 

(a) Grants-in-aid for infrastructure projects and programs in the city 141 
of Hartford not exceeding $10,600,000, including, but not limited to, 142 
grants for (1) parking projects that will add to downtown parking 143 
capacity; (2) the revitalization of Pope Park; (3) a public safety complex 144 
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and regional emergency management center; (4) improvements to the 145 
flood control system; and (5) a bridge over the Park River; 146 

(b) Grants-in-aid for infrastructure projects and programs in the city 147 
of Bridgeport not exceeding $27,700,000, including, but not limited to, 148 
grants (1) for design and construction of a flood control project in the 149 
northeast corner of the city; (2) for the design and construction of the 150 
Congress Street Bridge; (3) for day care, a community room and a 151 
playground at West End School; (4) for purchase and installation of a 152 
public safety video surveillance system; (5) to the Fairfield County 153 
Housing Partnership for land acquisition, design, development and 154 
construction of an independent living facility; (6) for purchase of a 155 
water taxi, construction of docks and construction of the Pleasure 156 
Beach retractable pedestrian bridge; (7) to the Bridgeport Port 157 
Authority for improvements to the Derecktor Shipyard, including 158 
remediation, dredging, bulkheading and construction of Phase 2 of the 159 
Derecktor Shipyard Economic Development Plan; (8) for repair and 160 
improvements on State Road 59 between the North Avenue and 161 
Capitol Avenue intersections, including median and sidewalk 162 
renovations; (9) for the remediation of the waterfront, including any 163 
predevelopment costs; (10) for the Island Brook flood control project; 164 
(11) for improvements to the bus and transportation center; and (12) 165 
for restoration, new construction or property acquisition for expansion 166 
and improvement for Greater Bridgeport Transit; 167 

(c) Grants-in-aid for infrastructure projects and programs in the city 168 
of New Haven, not exceeding $6,800,000, including, but not limited to, 169 
grants (1) for improvements to the Morris Cove storm water drainage 170 
system; (2) to homeowners in the Westville section of the city of New 171 
Haven and homeowners in Woodbridge for structurally damaged 172 
homes due to subsidence located in the immediate vicinity of the West 173 
River; and (3) for renovations and improvements to Tweed New 174 
Haven Airport. 175 

Sec. 11. (Effective July 1, 2010) All provisions of section 3-20 of the 176 
general statutes or the exercise of any right or power granted thereby 177 
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which are not inconsistent with the provisions of sections 9 to 16, 178 
inclusive, of this act are hereby adopted and shall apply to all bonds 179 
authorized by the State Bond Commission pursuant to sections 9 to 16, 180 
inclusive, of this act, and temporary notes issued in anticipation of the 181 
money to be derived from the sale of any such bonds so authorized 182 
may be issued in accordance with said section 3-20 and from time to 183 
time renewed. Such bonds shall mature at such time or times not 184 
exceeding twenty years from their respective dates as may be provided 185 
in or pursuant to the resolution or resolutions of the State Bond 186

for such project. If the request includes a recommendation that some 208 
amount of such federal, private or other moneys should be added to 209 
such state moneys, then, if and to the extent directed by the State Bond 210 
Commission at the time of authorization of such bonds, said amount of 211

(Effective July 1, 2010) In the case of any grant-in-aid made 369 
pursuant to section 18 of this act which is made to any entity that is not 370 
a political subdivision of the state, the contract entered into pursuant 371 
to section 23 of this act shall provide that if the premises for which 372 
such grant-in-aid was made ceases, within ten years of the date of such 373 
grant, to be used as a facility for which such grant was made, an 374 
amount equal to the amount of such grant, minus ten per cent per year 375 
for each full year which has elapsed since the date of such grant, shall 376 
be repaid to the state and that a lien shall be placed on such land in 377 
favor of the state to ensure that such amount will be repaid in the 378 
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event of such change in use provided if the premises for which such 379 
grant-in-aid was made are owned by the state, a municipality or a 380 
housing authority no lien need be placed. 381 

Sec. 25. Subsection (d) of section 22a-483 of the 2010 supplement to 382 
the general statutes is repealed and the following is substituted in lieu 383 
thereof (Effective July 1, 2010): 384 

(d) Notwithstanding the foregoing, nothing herein shall preclude 385 
the State Bond Commission from authorizing the issuance of revenue 386 
bonds, in principal amounts not exceeding in the aggregate [one billion 387 
nine hundred thirteen million four hundred thousand] one billion nine 388

The revenue 397 
bonds, revenue state bond anticipation notes and revenue state grant 398 
anticipation notes authorized to be issued under sections 22a-475 to 399 
22a-483, inclusive, shall be special obligations of the state and shall not 400 
be payable from nor charged upon any funds other than the revenues 401 
or other receipts, funds or moneys pledged therefor as provided in 402 
said sections 22a-475 to 22a-483, inclusive, including the repayment of 403
