Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General 
Assembly convened: 
 

Section 1. (NEW) (Effective October 1, 2011) The owner of a mobile 1 
manufactured home park, as defined in section 21-64 of the general 2 
statutes, shall reimburse a municipality for all costs incurred by such 3 
municipality for the removal of such mobile manufactured home if 4 
such removal costs were incurred by the municipality as the result of a 5 
summary process action commenced pursuant to chapter 412 or 832 of 6 
the general statutes. 7

AN ACT CONCERNING MOBILE HOME REMOVAL COSTS.  
 
SUMMARY: 

This bill requires the owner of a mobile manufactured home park to 
reimburse a municipality for all costs incurred when the municipality 
removes a mobile home during a summary process action.  However, 
the law does not require municipalities to remove mobile homes after 
summary process judgment, but may require them to store and 
conduct public auctions (CGS § 47a-42).  Another law, specific to 
mobile homes, allows manufactured home park owners to auction any 
abandoned mobile homes (CGS § 21-80(e)).
