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The Connecticut Plumbing, Heating and Cooling Contractors Association (CT-PHCC)
strongly _supports HB-6265, An Act Concernimg Advertising by Nonlicensed -
Tradespersons.

This bill addresses concerns that consumers have faced regarding individuals or
companies who advertise in newspapers, the yellow pages and other publications to do
plumbing work but who are not licensed to perform such work by the State of
Connecticut. To address this problem, a number of states have already enacted laws
which explicitly state that it is a misdemeanor for any person to advertise as a
tradesperson unless that person holds a valid license for that trade.

Allowing unlicensed contractors to operate in Connecticut hurts our entire indusiry by
exposing workers and consumers to potentially unsafe situations. In particular,
“handymen” are not versed and skilled in our trade, and can potentially put NUmMerous
lives at risk by their ignorance and lack of industry knowledge and training. Those of us
who have worked hard to promote the professionalism of our industries through licensure
and education support efforts to prohibit unlicensed contractors from doing business in
Connecticut. This is in the best interest of the industry and the best interest of consumers.

There is broad support for this bill in the state legisiature. In 2010, the bill was
unanimously adopted the Senate. In 2009, the bill was wnanimously adopted in the
House. We would appreciate your support in winning passage of the bill in both
chambers.

CT-PHCC therefore urges lawmakers to support HB-6265.
