Good morning members of the Joint Committee. My name is Jennifer Bond- Knecht. I live in
the small town of Washington, located in the northwest corner of our once great state.

1 am here today to express my strong opposition to HB-1094 “An Act Banning Large
Capacity Ammunition Magazines.” As the daughter of a one-time Commissioner of Police
for the Town of Monroe, the sister of a NRA instructor, the wife of an avid hunter and the
mother of two sons, | disagree with this bill on several fronts.

Personally, [ do not own a firearm nor do I use one on a regular basis. However, I do
possess a pistol permit granting me the right to do so. I was taught on my fathers lap at the
age of 5 how to safely handle a firearm. I was also taught to stand up for ones beliefs, and
to fight for my constitutional rights, including the right granted to me under the 2Znd
Amendment of the United States Constitution.

To clarify for those in this room who do not understand it's meaning, I point to the
Supreme Court decision in District of Columbia v. Heller (2008). The Court ruled that the
Second Amendment protects an individual's right to possess a firearm, unconnected to
service in a militia [1][2] to use that arm for traditionally lawful purposes, such as self-
defense within the home. Additionally, the Court enumerated several longstanding
prohibitions and restrictions on firearms possession that it found were consistent with the
Second Amendment.[3] In McDonald v. Chicago {2010), the Court ruled that the Second
Amendment limits State and local governments to the same extent that it limits the federal
government.[4]

On the state level, the right to bear arms is found in Article 1, Section 15 of our constitution,
It states that “Every citizen has a right to bear arms in defense of himselfand the state.” HB
1094- seemingly limits that right established by both the state and federal governments, It
places unreasonable restrictions on ones liberty to own and use a firearm for lawful
purposes.

Besides the infringement of my basic rights, the implementation of this bill is also of
extreme concern, If I understand correctly, if HB 1094 where to pass, it would make
persons in possession of a magazine over 10 rounds guilty of a felony if they do not
willfully hand them over by July of this year. Given this, under federal law, no person found
guilty of a felony can posses ANY firearm, or ammunition. Putting two-and two together,
the result would be any person not meeting the July 1st deadline, would have all of their
firearms confiscated due to their newly acquired status as a felon.

So, in truth, this law is nothing more than a back door way of criminalizing possession of a
firearm by any law abiding citizen after July 1st, stripping them of their right to bear arms. |
urge you to stop HB-1094 and uphold State and Federal Law.




To finish, I ask the committee a simple question. s it your place to continue a bil! that
violates the 27 Amendment and then confiscates firearms to those who would become
felons under this bill over night? For the sake of my children, this State and the well being
of our nation as a whole, | hope not. Thank you.
