HB 1016 “An Act Establishing a Pepartment of Emergency Responder Training”

HB 1017 “An Act Concerning the Consolidation of the Department of Emergency
Management and Homeland Security and the Board of Firearms Permit
Examiners into the Department of Public Safety, and Transferring
Responsibility for Amusement Park Oversight to the Department of
Consumer Protection”

HB 1016 would consolidate the Police Officer Standards and Training Council (POST) and the

Commission on Fire Prevention and Control into a new Department of Emergency Responder

Training, while HB 1017 would, among other things, consolidate the Department of Emergency
- Management & Homeland Security (DEMHS) into the Department of Public Safety (DPS).

Towns and cities know best how to do more with less throughout this recession, as local officials
continue to manage the bottom-line amidst service cutbacks, layoffs, and concessions. No longer
operating in a “business as usual” mode has its merit, particularly during these difficuit fiscal
times.

There should be built-in assurance that these proposed mergers do not negatively affect the
delivery of one of Connecticut’s most vital services -- local emergency first response.
