AN ACT EXEMPTING CERTIFIED POLICE OFFICERS FROM 
EMERGENCY MEDICAL DISPATCH TRAINING. 

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General 
Assembly convened: 
 

That subsection (c) of section 28-30 of the general statutes be 1 
amended to exempt police officers who are certified by the Police 2 
Officer Standards and Training Council and who serve as first 3 
responders from additional emergency medical dispatch training 4 
required to serve as telecommunicators, as defined by subdivision (2) 5 
of subsection (a) of section 28-30 of the general statutes. 6 

Statement of Purpose:   
To allow certified police officers to serve as telecommunicators 
without emergency medical dispatch training.
