"Sec. 501. Subsection (b) of section 53-202c of the general statutes is

repealed and the following is substituted in lieu thereof (Effective
October 1, 2011):

(b) The provisions of subsection (a) of this section shall not apply to
the possession of assault weapons by members or employees of the
Department of Public Safety, police departments, the Department of
Correction, [or] the military or naval forces of this state or of the

United States or bona fide veterans' organizations for use in the

discharge of their official duties; nor shall anything in sections 29-37j
and 53-202a to 53-202k, inclusive, and subsection (h) of section 53a-46a
prohibit the possession or use of assault weapons by sworn members
of these agencies when on duty and the use is within the scope of their
duties."
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
