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The Connecticut Association of Adult Day Centers (CAADC) is a statewide professional association devoted to
promoting quality adult day center service. Connecticut’s adult day centers provide a cost effective, community-
based choice for older adults in need of varying assistance and care during the day. With adult day services,
individuals are able to remain in their homes rather than moving to assisted living or a nursing home, At the same
time, their quality of life is enhanced with a strong social component and a continued sense of independence.

While House Bill 5452, An Act Concerning the Delivery of Social Services, was not proposed by CAADC, we
respectfully submit the following testimony regarding the bill,

Adult day centers are a wonderful community-based resource for consumers who are in need of long term care
services and we strongly encourage the growth of this segment of the long term care continuum. As an association,
we strive to encourage and attract both public and private pay resources for adult day services so as to ensure all
quality, certified centers can succeed.

We understand the concerns of the state and their effort to ensure stability in the Home Care Program for Elders
through the contracting process that they have put in place. Our members, like other providers involved in the
program, have worked through the contract enrollment process. We also have appreciated their willingness to
waive the year long wait for a contract when the particular provider serves an underserved area or provides a
unique service previously unavailable to clients of the program. Maintaining the ability to waive this requirement
under such circumstances is very important.

The Connecticut Home Care Programs are the funding lifelines of our most needy clients and we appreciate their
concern and efforts to protect frail elders which is what we all strive to do in our work,

CAADC would like to thank the Human Services Committee for your continued support of Adult Day Centers and
for your consideration of our submitted comments.
