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Title: AN ACT CONCERNING COMMUNICATIONS TO VICTIMS OF THE CRIMINAL
OPERATION OF A MOTOR VEHICLE THAT RESULTS IN DEATH OR SERIOUS PHYSICAL
INJURY.

Statement of Purpose: To permit a person convicted of a motor vehicle offense that resulted in the
death or serious physical injury of another person to express sympathy, fault, condolence or similar
sentiment to the victim or family members of the victim in open court, without such expression being
admissible as evidence against such person.
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
