Statement of Purpose: The adoption by reference of these revisions to the Federal Occupational
Safety and Health Standards will serve to update Connecticut Occupational Safety and Health
Standards in accordance with Section 31-372 of the Connecticut General Statutes. On May 2, 2011,
the federal Occupational Safety and Health Administration published its intent to adopt revisions to
the General Working Conditions in Shipyard Employment standards. The standard revisions will
become effective in private sector employment on August 1, 2011 and October 31, 2011.

Conn. Gen. Stat. 31-372 requires, as an element of Connecticut's approved Public Sector-Only Stale
Plan, that the Department of Labor's Occupational Safety and Health Division (CONN-OSHA) adopt
all occupational health and safety standards, amendments or changes adopted or recognized by the
LTnited States Secretary of Labor under the authority of the Occupational Safety and Health Act of
1970.

These proposed adoptions by reference update existing requirements to reflect advances in industry
practices and technology, to consolidate some general safety and health requirements into a single
subpart, and provide protection from hazards not addressed by existing standards, including the
control of hazardous energy.
