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I've been a resident of Glastonbury, CT for 33 years. I'm 72 years old, married with 3
adult children; all college graduates.

I represent a small group of citizens in the Glastonbury area that we named “Concerned
Connecticut Citizens”. Our discussions have revoived around, not just being concerned,
but being alarmed at what we see and hear regarding the state of our nation as a whole
and, of course, the condition of individual states, including CT.

Books are being written with titles like "“Who Stole the American Dream?”, reflecting the
fact that our current and future generations are being deprived of opportunity to earn a
living. There is endless debate on the cause(s) and what should be done to solve these
seemingly intractable problems.

This is the role of our government in terms of representing the interests of all of our
American citizens. Our Representatives need to be devoting all their time to
understanding the issues to determine the best courses of action and to put the right
policies in place to insure a strong America.
