That the general statutes be amended to require the Department of 1 
Transportation, during the planning phase of any large transportation 2 
infrastructure project conducted by the department, to consult with the 3 
regional planning agency for the area of operation within which such 4 
project is located. Such consultation shall include a review conducted 5 
by such regional planning agency and submitted to the department 6 
analyzing the local and regional economic development benefits of 7 
such project and identifying local factors, including, but not limited to, 8 
zoning and potential capital partners or investors, that could impact 9 
such project. 10
