After the last section, add the following and renumber sections and 1 
internal references accordingly: 2 

"Sec. 501.  Subsection (d) of section 2-32b of the general statutes is 3 
repealed and the following is substituted in lieu thereof (Effective 4 
October 1, 2013): 5 

(d) On and after January 1, 1985, (1) any bill reported by a joint 6 
standing committee of the General Assembly which may create or 7 
enlarge a state mandate to local governments, as defined in subsection 8 
(a) of this section, shall be referred by such committee to the joint 9 
standing committee of the General Assembly having cognizance of 10 
matters relating to appropriations and the budgets of state agencies, 11 
unless such reference is dispensed with by a vote of at least two-thirds 12 
of each house of the General Assembly, and (2) any bill amended by 13 
either house of the General Assembly or by the report of a committee 14 
on conference in such a manner as to create or enlarge a state mandate 15 
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shall be referred to said committee, unless such reference is dispensed 16 
with by a vote of at least two-thirds of each house of the General 17 
Assembly. Any such bill which is favorably reported by said 18 
committee shall contain a determination by said committee concerning 19 
the following: (A) Whether or not such bill creates or enlarges a state 20 
mandate, and, if so, which type of mandate is created or enlarged; (B) 21 
whether or not the state shall reimburse local governments for costs 22 
resulting from such new or enlarged mandate, and, if so, which costs 23 
are eligible for reimbursement, the level of reimbursement, the 24 
timetable for reimbursement and the duration of reimbursement. On 25 
and after October 1, 2013, no bill creating or enlarging a state mandate 26 
to local governments shall be enacted except upon approval by a vote 27 
of at least two-thirds of the members of each chamber of the General 28 
Assembly." 29
