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Explanation of State Impact: The proposed revisions to RCSA section 22a-174-20(a) are
based on a model rule developed by the Ozone Transport Commission, a regional air quality
planning association of states, and are proposed to update emissions control requirements for
the storage of volatile organic compounds (VOCs). The revisions impose compliance
obligations on the owners and operators of large aboveground storage tanks storing VOCs with
a vapor pressure of 0.75 pounds per square inch or greater. According to DEEP’s inventory,
the State does not own or operate any such large aboveground storage tanks and is not directly
impacted by these amendments.

No cost or savings to the state is expected to result from adoption of this proposal. DEEP will
implement the proposal with existing staff and other resources.
