I am a registered voter in Middletown and I am a member of CT Votes for Animals, PETA, ASPCA and 
the CT Condo Coalition.  
 
I am an animal lover and have owned pets my entire life.  I currently own five rescue cats.  I take care 
of my animals, make sure they have the proper veterinary care, and provide them with a warm and 
loving home – they are my children.
