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Dear Legislators,

| am writing to ask that you please SUPPORT AN ACT CONCERNING
COMPASSIONATE AID IN DYING FOR TERMINALLY ILL PATIENTS.

Anyone who has had one of their dearest loved ones die a slow and painful death, and
has been unable to help in any significant way, knows the terror, suffering, and
heartache involved. Furthermore, anyone who has faced the solemn obligation to
euthanize his or her beloved pet already knows that it is often the only humane and
loving course of action. It is a tired point, but only because it is so true, that we should
be able to afford ourselves and our loved ones the same gift that we currently reserve
for our pets: a relatively easy death in the face of an otherwise most terrible fate.

Forcing any feeling creature to suffer needlessly is wrong. The longer we go as a
society without providing physician assistance as an alternative to those that are
approaching an otherwise slow, inevitable, and torturous death, the longer we are
personally responsible for our part in that suffering. Religious arguments against
“suicide” are also irrelevant and inappropriate in the lawmaking of a country that is built
upon the backs of women and men from all faiths. Truly, any person’s opinion on
whether ending a terminal iliness early is ever the “best” choice is irrelevant, for there is
no more private and inalienable rights than to choose, as life best allows, one’s own
way to live, and one’s own way to die.

You have an incredible share of power to help end needless suffering, by simply
offering a choice (or rather, to end the unethical withholding of that choice) to those that
need it most. To delay, to be indecisive, or worse, to rule against this right, is morally
reprehensible. In contrast, to grant this freedom is to be a hero to every man, woman,
and child throughout history that has ever been forced to watch a loved one suffer
needlessly in death, and to give the rest of us hope that we won'’t have to face that dark
and inevitable path alone and helpless.

Please make the strong and right choice. Please support death with dignity in
Connecticut.
